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BC FERRIES AND LIVE IT HOST EDUCATION EVENT AT RACE ROCKS
ECOLOGICAL RESERVE

VICTORIA —BC Ferries, through its SeaForward program, co-hosted a live streaming event today at
IMAX Victoria in partnership with Live It. Elementary students from the region gathered at the
IMAX to view an interactive presentation live from Race Rocks, an ecological reserve located off
southern Vancouver Island.

The live education event consisted of a sold out show focused on Stellar sea lions, whales
in our local waters and Coast Salish Peoples’ connections to the land and sea. In partnership with
Pearson College UWC, BC Parks and Ocean Wise, marine experts were interviewed at Race
Rocks and broadcasted to the IMAX and into over 70 classrooms across Canada. The
presentations included the use of underwater cameras and hydrophones to enhance the
educational experience. Students and teachers also interacted in real time by engaging in an online
discussion on Twittet.

The programing included a focus on underwater radiated noise, featuring a conversation
with BC Ferries. As a stakeholder in the Salish Sea, BC Ferries takes its role seriously in
understanding how ship activity impacts marine wildlife in the region. A BC Ferries captain
shared how they navigate in the presence of whales and the steps taken to build and operate
quieter vessels.

A follow up event focused on ocean plastics and entanglement will be held at the
Vancouver Aquarium on Friday, March 1, 2019.
